4. Assess students with significant health issues identified in the Health Problem Log.

Advance Preparation

1. Prepare health problems log at the beginning of the school year.  
2. Prepare list of emergency medications and diabetic supplies that need to be taken to the evacuation site.

3. Keep list in medication notebook.
4. Prepare an Emergency First Aid Bag that contains pen and paper, gloves, band aids, gauze pads, first aid tape, trash bags, a bottle of water (to flush/rinse wounds) and waterless hand sanitizer.

5. Collaborate with School Principal to designate location for health services during evacuations.

6. Distribute plan to principal, his/her designees, and clinic staff.  Post plan in clinic, next to AED, front office and various areas throughout the school where it will be easily visible to staff and students.
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
