CELL PHONES ARE NOT ALLOWED at School 
Florida House Bill 1105 (effective for the 2025-2026 
school year). 
It is preferred that students not have phones at 
all. However, any cell phone sent to school must 
be turned off in the student’s bookbag-out of sight 
(unless there is a medical device and plan in the 
clinic). Students cannot have phones in their 
pocket, etc.  
We are strictly enforcing this rule- any phone 
found will be taken and left in the office for parent 
pick-up.  
Cell phone use outside of school is parent 
responsibility to monitor- not the school!  
If it cannot be monitored- we suggest taking it 
away. Too many elementary age students misuse 
cellphones and social media. Parents need to 
monitor this.
